Several more packages have come for the Christmas things
et Ponce, and I am hoping that you may be able to divide these
and make np £ good meny presents, so that there mey be enough
for part of Quebrads Limon. I em sending them over to you by
the Blue Line express. Will let you know later the address of
the people Bending them and will sk you to write them &and ac-
knowledge the gifts.

I have looked up the tentative errengement about szalaries
for native clergy in FPorto Kico, end finﬂ that, for priests,
the salary for the first three yasra is $70. 00'a month, or $H840.
g year; for the next four yesrs, $960. per yeer ; and for subse-

quent service, 1160 peor yauvmm bh—fp‘z"%a F:’ATZ "-‘E‘&fj""-.

As you know, our appropriation for the Quebrads himnn work
for 1924 has ha&n made in Baem & lump sum of $3600., or $300. &
month. Thig, of course, ie entirely &side from any considera-
tion of sealary to he paid to you. It is for the four priests
and four deaconesses.

It does not seem to me thet it would be wise to attempt to
put all the priests on the besis of the pay-tzble I have men-
fioned, but the pay-teble might be used 28 & basis for srriving
at a salery for llodesto. When he leaves Jnebredse Limon, we will
have to provide & hoase for him. Do you suppose we could make
some general errengement of sllowing, say ¢100. per month for
Modesto, including selery and house rent, end ¥200. a wonth for
the others, iiving in the country e&nd ellowing them some benefit
from the products of the ferm? I am simply presenting you this
now &8 a besis for discussion. I would lixe to settle the matter
fineily before the beginning of the new yeer, 1f possibla.

I have settied upon Sundey, Dec. 30th, for the ordinetion
of the Villafenes. If it would not be voo difficult for youm, it
would be nice to have you here for that event, in ovrder that you
might participate with me in the Laying Un of '"Hends.
